Corul Catedralei Mitropolitane este una
din formatiile corale din Timisoara, care
are o activitate neintrerupta de zeci de
ani, fiind condus de mari muzicieni, fiind
alcatuit din artisti lirici de la cele 2
institutii de cultura: Opera Nationala
Romana si Filarmonica ,Banatul”,
dar si din amatori, studenti si elevi
iubitori de cantare corala. Corul
mitropolitan trece prin reale
transformari cantitative dar mai ales
calitative, fiind condus de tinarul
profesor, dirijor si compozitor Bogdan
Muresan.

In Aula Magna ,Teoctist Patriarhul” a
Palatului Patriarhiei a avut loc marti, 30

The Choir of the Metropolitan Cathedral is
one of the choral groups in Timisoara,
which has an uninterrupted activity for
decades, being led by great musicians,
being made up of lyrical artists from the 2
cultural institutions: the Romanian
National Opera and the "Banat"
Philharmonic, but also of amateurs,
students and pupils who love choral
singing. The Metropolitan Choir is going
through real quantitative but especially
qualitative transformations, being led by
the young teacher, conductor and
composer Bogdan Muresan.
On Tuesday, September 30, 2025, the final
stage of the 17th edition of the National
Church Music Festival-Contest "Praise the
Lord!", an event organized by the
Romanian Patriarchate, through the
Theological-Educational Sector, in the
context of the "Solemn Year of the
Centenary of the Romanian Patriarchate”
and the "Commemorative Year of the
Romanian Orthodox Confessors and
Confessors of the Twentieth Century” took
place in the Aula Magna "Teoctist the
Patriarchate”.
The final stage began at the "Saint
Elefterie"-New Church, with an inaugural
concert held by the Children and Youth
Choir "Symbol - Jean Lupu" and the
"Nicolae Lungu" Choir of the Romanian
Patriarchate. On Monday, September 29, at
the Library of the Holy Synod, there was a
vernissage of Romanian musical prints and

The competition organized by the
Theological-Educational ~Sector of the
Patriarchal Administration comprised two
sections: Interpretation and Composition. In
the interpretation section, divided into three
categories, 16 choral ensembles of different
types registered, and in the composition
section, 10 competitors registered.

Orthodox  Theological Seminary in
Bucharest, conductor Archdeacon Nifon

Muresan, conductor of the Choir of the
Metropolitan Cathedral of Timisoara.
The awards were handed over by the
priest Prof. Dr. Nicusor Beldiman,
patriarchal counselor at the Theological-
Educational Sector of the Romanian
Patriarchate. At the end, His Beatitude
Patriarch Daniel delivered the speech
entitled "Confession of Faith and
Cultivation of Gratitude to God through
Church Music."
